





BROTHER THOMAS VINCENT BURNS, CSC

Thomas Vincent Burns was born in Gloucester, MA on October 12, 1929, the sixth of the eight children
of John E Burns and Marian Flynn Burns. He was baptized at St. Peter’s Church and was educated in that
city. After his junior year of high school, he joined the US Army, served in the Korean War and was
honorably discharged in 1952.

Thomas arrived at St. Joseph of Holy Cross Juniorate in Valatie, NY following his discharge and
completed his high school education there. He was received into the Congregation at St. Joseph Novitiate
Brother Thomas  in Rolling Prairie, IN on February 1, 1953 and pronounced his first vows on February 2, 1954. Upon com-
Vincent Burns, CSC  pletion of his novitiate, he was assigned to Vincent Hall, the scholasticate for the Brothers at St. Edward’s

After one year of study, Brother Thomas began his life of ministry in Holy Cross. From 1955 to 1957,
he was assigned to Father Gibault School for Boys in Terre Haute, IN. At the same time he continued his studies at Indiana
State Teachers College in Terre Haute. In 1957, he was assigned to Holy Cross High School in Flushing, NY where he taught
Industrial Arts until 1970 when he was once again assigned to Gibault School in Terre Haute. He received his Master’s degree
in Religious Education from Fairfield University in 1971.

In 1971, Brother Thomas began his ministry in religious education. From 1971 to 1990, He served as the Director of
Religious Education at St. Michael’s Parish in Brooklyn, NY, St. Andrew’s in Flushing, NY, Resurrection Parish in Brooklyn,
St. Leo’s in Corona, Queens, and at St. Thomas Aquinas in Brooklyn. From 1990 until 2001, Brother Thomas served the Korean
Catholic Community in Queens full time as the Religious Education Coordinator at St. Paul Chong Ha-Sang RC Chapel in
Flushing, NY. He had been involved with them for about 20 years.

Brother Thomas became an important part of the Korean Catholic Community in Queens and on Long Island. He learned
to speak Korean. He visited Korea and Japan. He was well regarded and greatly loved by them. Tom was very active and involved
with AA in the latter years of his life. He would attend several meetings a week and would lead many of them, especially those
devoted to the spirituality of AA.

In 2001, because of his declining health, he retired from full time ministry and resided with the Capuchin Franciscans at
St. Lawrence Friary in Beacon, NY. In spite of his declining health, he still visited his Korean family and participated in many
first communions, confirmations, weddings and parish gatherings. As it became more difficult for him to travel to see them, they
would come to visit him.

Brother Thomas is survived by his sisters, Beatrice Kimball of Danvers, MA and Joan Rocha of Gloucester and his brothers
William and Neil of Gloucester and their families.

BROTHER DONALD (ROBERT) HECOX, CSC

The son of Raymond Hecox and Laura LaBissoniere Hecox, Robert was the oldest of their four chil-
dren, born on March 29, 1922 in Moxee, WA where his grandfather and father owned an apple orchard
and made “pure apple jelly.” He was baptized at Holy Rosary Parish in that city. His family moved to
Yakima where Robert attended St. Paul’s School and Marquette High School from which he was graduat-
ed in 1940.

Robert worked on farms in that area from 1937 to 1941. In 1941, he changed careers and worked as
Brother Donald  a miner for Horse-Heaven Mines, Inc. in Oregon. He entered Sacred Heart Juniorate in Watertown, W1
(Robert) Hecox, CSC  in September 1942 and was received into the Congregation at St. Joseph Novitiate in Rolling Prairie, IN
March 29, 1922 - on January 15, 1943, receiving the name “Brother Donald.” He made his first profession in Holy Cross
July 25, 2009 on August 16, 1944 and his perpetual profession on August 16, 1947.

For all of his religious life in Holy Cross, Brother Donald was a farmer or did general maintenance work at the various farms
and institutions of the Congregation of Holy Cross in the United States: St. Joseph Novitiate in Rolling Prairie, IN, St. Joseph
Farm in Granger, IN; Sacred Heart Juniorate in Watertown, WI; St. Edward High School in Lakewood, OH; Gilmour
Academy in Gates Mills, OH; the Holy Cross Foreign Mission Seminary, (the “Bengalese) in Washington, DC; Rancho San
Antonio in Chatsworth, CA and St. Francis High School in Mt. View, CA.

Father Thomas Looney, CSC, the newly
elected Provincial of the Eastern Province
of Priests and Brothers, was with us for
the week and was the celebrant for the
liturgies. His homilies were inspirational
and insightful and helped all participants
to focus on the work at hand. Brothers
Edward Boyer (EB), Renatus Foldenauer
(EB), Alan Gugel (EB) and Nich Perez
(SW) provided the music for all our
gatherings for prayer.

Throughout the week, questions were
raised and answered, opinions and
concerns were voiced, and hopes for
the future were articulated. At the last
general session, after a moment of prayer
and quiet, the Chapters voted unani-
mously to petition the General Chapter
of the Congregation during its session
in July 2010, to create the new Province
on September 15, 2011, the feast of
Our Lady of Sorrows, the principal
feast of the Congregation. The new
Province will stretch from “sea to shining
sea” and include the Brothers in East
Africa and the Brothers in Brazil.
The initial statement of the Chapter
documents describes our hopes for the
new Province:

“We live and work as priests and brothers
together.” This brief statement from our
Constitutions (2:11) reflects not only a

theme that is central to Blessed Basil
Moreau’s understanding of Holy Cross,
but also one of his most profound hopes
for our Congregation. His plan was ro
bring together brothers and priests who
would continue the mission of Jesus by
committing themselves to “make God
known, loved and served, and thus bring
salvation to all people.” (Christian
Education) He believed that every
dimension of our religious life must be
mission-driven: ministry, prayer, commau-
nity, and vows. Through these realities
we will have formed in us “by God's
enablement the living likeness of Jesus
Christ.” (C 6:58) Such is the mission
we live through the many ministries in
which we serve.

As a result of our discernment, this
new province will include brothers and
priests. The sponsored institutions of

the previous provinces will become part
of the new province and include one
elementary school, one university, and
nine high schools.

The work of new Province has already
begun. Committees are being set up to
write a Mission Statement, develop a
ministerial plan, and effect a vocations
recruitment plan. Blessed Basil Moreau
wrote in 1858, “Just as you are entering
upon a new path, so you also must renew
within yourselves the spirit of your vocation
and fidelity to your duties. It is my inmost
conviction that on you alone depends the
Sfuture of your congregation.” We have a
great deal of work to do. We ask you
all to pray for us as we set out on this
“new path.”

In 1962, Brother Donald moved east, to St. Joseph Novitiate in Valatie, NY. He was to remain there until 1974 where he
did general maintenance work, worked on the farm and introduced many city boys —the novices— to the finer points of
farming. It was there that most of the Brothers in the Eastern Province, as novices, first came into contact with Brother Donald.
In 1974, Brother Donald returned to the Bengalese in Washington, DC and did general maintenance work there for two years.
From 1976, he was assigned to the farm at Le Mans Academy, and then from 1978 to 1995, Brother Donald continued his
general maintenance work at Holy Cross High School in Waterbury, CT, Cardinal Mooney High School in Rochester, NY and
at Holy Cross High School in San Antonio, TX.

Brother Donald retired in 1995 and was assigned to St. Joseph Center in Valatie, NY. He occupied his time with making
rosaries. In 2007, because of his declining health, Brother Donald was assigned to Dujarie House at Notre Dame, IN.

Brother Donald was a quiet, humble and simple man. A man of few words, he always chose them carefully. He spent a
good many years of his religious life living in the various houses of formation of the Congregation in the United States. He was
a devout and sincere religious who had a great devotion to Our Lady and who was faithful to his religious life and to his prayer.
All he wanted in his religious life was to be faithful to that call to be a brother in the Congregation of Holy Cross that he first
heard as a young man in Yakima, WA.

Brother Donald is survived by his brothers Joseph of Yakima, WA and Fred of Roy, WA, his sister Dulice Hecox Gerow of
Spokane, WA and several nieces, nephews and cousins.

Bro. Paul Bednarczyk, the Executive Director of the National
Religious Vocations Conference, commissioned a study on reli-
gious vocations from the Center for Applied Research in the
Apostolate (CARA) “[T]he purpose of this study is to identify
and understand who is entering religious life today and the
characteristics of the religious institutes that are receiving and
retaining new members. No study on religious vocations on
this scale has ever been done before. The goal of this research
is to highlight the best practices in vocation promotion and
religious formation.” The study has received wide publicity in
all forms of media.

* He gave the keynote address at the National Assembly of the
Leadership Conference of Women Religious (LCWR). The
keynote focused on the implications of the NRVC /CARA study
for the future of women’s religious institutes in the US.

¢ He addressed the J. S. Paluch Annual Vocation Seminar, Chicago,
IL, focusing on the study and highlighted the importance of
building a culture of vocation within the Church.

e He addressed the annual Gathering of the New Jersey Bishops
and Major Superiors of Women Religious. Cardinal Francis
George, OMI of Chicago has also invited Bro. Paul to speak at
a similar gathering of major superiors in Chicago on June 15.

¢ He has also been invited the United States Catholic Conference
of Bishops to address their national assembly at their annual
meeting in Baltimore on the results of our study in
November 2009.

Bro. David Andrews was recently named to the Advisory Council
of the World Watch Institute: World Watch State of the World
2011: Nourishing the Planet Advisory Council which is looking
at agricultural production in Africa. The World Watch Institute
just received over a million dollars from the Gates Foundation to
look at best practices in sustainable agriculture in Africa. It is a
well respected research organization on sustainable development.

Bro. David is also now on the Policy Committee of the Africa
Faith and Justice Network. The AFJN has been well represented
by Holy Cross and Fr. Bob Dowd, CSC (IP) is chair of the policy
committee.

Bro David is also an advisor on agricultural law and develop-
ment to the American Bar Association’s World Justice Project
based in Washington, DC.

In addition to leading the pilgrimage of students from Holy Cross
School to Montreal last August, Bro. Jonathan Beebe organized
a Pilgrimage to New York City for a group of university students
from San Antonio, TX the week of October 11, 2009. The group
is under the direction of Campus Minister Bro. Michael Winslow
(SW) of Our Lady of the Lake University in San Antonio.

Bro. Richard O’Brien has moved from the Francis Lewis Boulevard
Community in Flushing, NY to St. Joseph Center in Valatie, NY.

In September, Bro. Mark Knightly gave a keynote presentation
to a group of 700 elderly of Allentown, PA.
