RUTAYISIRE, CSC
also became a US citizen on
January 24, 2009. Both Brothers
Albert and Donat arrived in the
US from East Africa in 2003.
Brother Albert is currently teaching
courses in African Studies at King’s
College in Wilkes Barre, PA.

DONAT KUBWIMANA escaped
Rwanda in a van filled with fellow
Catholic monks, all fleeing the
genocide that claimed the lives of
hundreds of thousands of their
countrymen.

Fifteen years later, the 44-year-
old is working on his master's degree
in French at Queens College in
Flushing.

On Thursday, he became a U.S.
citizen.

"I'm so lucky," Kubwimana said
after being sworn in.

Kubwimana's harrowing tale of
survival and achievement has
become an inspiration to his
Flushing community.

"Just his story could have an
impact," Brother David Turmel, 60,
said of Kubwimana's journey from
a Catholic compound in Rwanda to
Queens.

Kubwimana left Rwanda in
1994 after Catholic brothers of the
Congregation of Holy Cross from
Canada fled in the face of growing
violence.

The remaining monks - includ-

ing Kubwimana - were short on
food and water. They shared what
little they had with fellow Rwandans
seeking refuge at the compound.
Kubwimana said they were down to
only a single meal a day.

He led the remaining 10 broth-
ers on a two-day trek into Zaire -
which would later become the
Democratic Republic of Congo. On
the road, Kubwimana said he could
smell the stench of dead bodies.

Every time they passed a mili-
tary checkpoint, Kubwimana feared
he and the brothers would be killed.

"Anything could have hap-
pened," Kubwimana said.

The brothers made it to Zaire
safely. But the horrors continued as
they saw the bodies of their coun-
trymen who had died from disease
after fleeing Rwanda.

When it looked like he and
another brother would be sent back
to Rwanda, the Flushing congrega-
tion intervened.

"He was in great danger over
there," said Brother Mark Knightly, 55.

In January 2003, Kubwimana
arrived in Queens speaking only a
little English.

The Queens monks brought
coats for their Rwandan brothers to
the airport. But the men, accus-
tomed to the warm African sun,
refused to put them on. When they
walked outside, they were shocked.

"One said, 'The air is biting my
face,'" Knightly recalled. "They had

never seen cold before."
Today, Kubwimana lives with

the Flushing brothers and is a
teaching assistant at their Holy
Cross High School while continuing
as a student at Queens College,
where he also earned a bachelor's
degree in French.

He said he wants to inspire
others to achieve.

Kubwimana rarely speaks of
the genocide in Rwanda, Knightly
said. "He's been through events
that most of the world has never
experienced," Knightly said. "We
have great hopes for his success."

Notre Dame of West Haven Readies for a New Look

Notre Dame High School in West
Haven, CT is one of the oldest
institutions founded by the

Congregation of Holy Cross in the
Eastern United States. In 1946, the
Congregation was making an effort to
expand from the South Bend/Chicago
area to the East and the West. Notre
Dame and King’s College in Wilkes-Barre,
PA established Holy Cross in the East,
along with the well established
Vincentian Institute in Albany, NY and
Msgr. Coyle High School in Taunton,
MA. Notre Dame’s story began in the
old Harugari Hall. From there, it moved
further up the hill, with the major part
of the present building being built in
1948. There hasn’t been a major renova-
tion done to Notre Dame High School
in West Haven since the west wing of
the building was added in 1965. That
will change this summer.

Notre Dame President Brother James
Branigan, CSC announced that renova-
tions to the current science wing and
library will begin this summer. Next

year, there will be a major addition to
the current structure with the construc-
tion of a new addition that will connect
to the current East wing and house a
state of the art Media Center, a 400
seat two story auditorium, a new Band
Room and an 80 seat Chapel.

“We couldn’t be more excited about this,”
said Brother James. “This was the direct
result of a strategic planning process
completed over two years ago. The
ultimate findings of that study called
for Notre Dame to address the facility
and upgrade the areas we are addressing
in this project. We are energized about
this project and what it will mean for
the school’s future.”

The anticipated costs for this expansion
project are approximately $10 million.
Funding for this project has been care-
fully planned and will include alumni
donations, grants and foundation requests
and a non-profit bonding initiative.

Brother James stated that “Notre Dame
has a long and storied history of educat-
ing the minds and hearts of students
“On the Hill” in West Haven. This
expansion will allow us to continue to
do that for the foreseeable future by
providing the space and technology
needed for Notre Dame to remain com-
petitive in the 21st century.”

On Seeing the Cross and Anchors on top of the
Moreau Chapel

Iremember back in 1980 when I first
pulled into the Bishop McNamara
High School parking lot for my job

interview. I had not yet met the principal
who would interview me, Brother Walter
Kramar, or had yet laid eyes on the
campus itself. I was excited about both.
We English-teacher types like our schools
classic: old brick and ivy covered walls,
with teachers scurrying across wide
green lawns, their academic robes flowing
behind them while earnest and well-
scrubbed students sit under shade trees
discussing Shakespeare, the hallways
and classrooms full of dark wood
molding and, of course, lots of chalk
dust everywhere.

What I got was a building of indistin-
guishable architectural style, one with
far too much cold, institutional tile and
too little, if any, sense of itself. The kids
and teachers were great, but the building
was a cross between a 1960’s suburban
motel, a Cold War bomb shelter, and
an airport in a small city that no one
wants to visit. Nevertheless, teach I did
in that awkward, drafty building. Oh,
we’d try little improvements to soften
and freshen the place so that its look
and feel might live up to the delightful
quality of the community within but,
alas, the building continued to remain
a structure that if sold tomorrow could
just as easily become a car dealership as a
hospital for the aged and infirm, and
very few passing by would have noticed.

Then the big changes came: a fine arts
center, an artificial-turf athletic stadium,
new offices, new meeting rooms, ballet
studios, choir rooms. You name it, we
got it, even a new chapel.

You know the original building had a
chapel, not many around today can

remember it, but it was there, and, yes,
it was a horrible example of early 1960’s
architecture, but we would gather there
once in a while to remind ourselves
what we had here and why we were
here. But even that chapel, too, got lost
in the shuffle of modernizing, updating
and retooling. I was glad that we built a
new one in the renovations, but I
worried how it would fit in with all our
current state-of-the-art enhancements
to the campus. I worried that so unlike
the unity and oneness of our community
these multi-million dollar improve-
ments would be a hodge podge of so
much brick and mortar, a building still,
after all these years, in search of itself.

But when that Holy Cross and those
anchors came to rest on the roof of our
Moreau Chapel, I swear to you that when
the sun first glistened on the steel of that
symbol fixed aloft, the finger of God
touched this place and the souls of the
thousands who helped build this place,
in all the many ways this fine school
has been built! I saw it and I felt it.

Call it what you will, the culmination
of decades of hard work by so many;
call it a triumph of faith. What I do
know is that shining symbol of our
Holy Cross roots and heritage finally, in
both a symbolic and aesthetic way,
united the many buildings and playing

But then, in one unheralded final touch,
the cross and anchors – the symbol of
the Congregation of Holy Cross – was
put atop the spire of Moreau Chapel.
I watched them do it as best I could.
There was no ceremony, just cranes and
cherry pickers and construction guys.
