Dear Friends in Holy Cross,

In a talk given to the U.S. Conference
of Major Superiors for Men (CMSM),
Fr. Timothy Radcliffe, OP says, “Paul
writes to the Corinthians, ‘It is God
who has called you to share in the
life of his Son, Jesus Christ, our
Lord; and God keeps faith’ (1Cor
1:9)...Religious life is a particular
and radical way of saying “yes”
to that call...it makes plain the plot
of every human life, which is the
answering of a summons. In our odd
way of life, we make explicit what is the drama of every
human search for identity, as every human being tries to
catch the echo of the voice of God calling him or her by name.”

We rejoice
in the growth of Holy Cross in other parts of the world,
South America, Asia, Africa — even as we see fewer numbers
joining us in North America. Even our discussions of restruc-
turing can inspire hope as we look to better and more efficiently
serve those to whom we have committed ourselves. We continue
to say “yes” to God’s lead.

The Vocation office continues to promote and educate about
our way of life in Holy Cross. We speak to students in our
schools, and we assist young men who inquire about religious
life. The challenges they face are great — image, debt, lack of
peer and parental support, the absence of role models of life-
long commitments, and a smaller peer group, to name a few.
It is all of us, Brothers and colleagues, who can promote voca-
tions by living our own vocation with integrity and joy. It is in
our relationships that we speak of our life and encourage others
to reflect on their own call. If they do not feel the call them-
selves, they can become ambassadors of Holy Cross to others
who consider religious life. Although we continue to “market”
ourselves, it is the quotidian personal interaction and rela-
tionships that influence others most. Whether we are in the
classroom, in parish or social ministry, or in senior status, our
lives are always a reflection of God’s call in our lives and a light
to others who seek meaning in their lives. Let us all continue to
let the light of God’s grace shine through us and thus draw

others to join in our work. Say “yes.”

In honor of the Beatification of the
founder of the Congregation of Holy
Cross, Blessed Basil Anthony Moreau,
CSC, Ave Maria Press, a ministry of the
Indiana Province has published two
books. The first is Basil Moreau: Founder
of Holy Cross by Gary MacEoin. Originally
published in 1962 and revised and
edited by Brother Joel Giallanza, CSC
of the South-West Province, this new
edition contains a Foreword by Very
Rev. Hugh Cleary, CSC, Superior General
of the Congregation. It is highly read-
able and an interesting introduction to
the life of Blessed Father Moreau.

The second book, The Cross, Our
Only Hope, by Andrew Gawrych, CSC
and Kevin Grove, CSC, Editors and
members of the Indiana Province.
Andrew professed his perpetual vows
in the Congregation and was ordained
a deacon in August 2007. Kevin made
his first profession of vows in 2006 and
is in his second year of theology at the
University of Notre Dame. The Cross,
Our Only Hope contains reflections on
guotations from the writings of Blessed
Father Moreau and Father Edward
Sorin, CSC and the Constitutions of the
Congregation of Holy Cross for each day
of the year. The reflections were written
by 200 members of the Congregation
—brothers, priests and seminarians—
from around the world. It contains
reflections by the following members
of the Eastern Province of Brothers:

Mr. Timothy McDonald, President of
Holy Cross High School in Waterbury,
CT has announced the appointment of
Mr. Daniel Scavone as the new Principal
of Holy Cross, beginning July 1, 2008.
Mr. Scavone will replace Mr. Amadeo
Rinaldi, a faculty member and adminis-
trator at Holy Cross for 37 years who
will be retiring. Mr. Scavone is an

alumnus of Holy Cross, class of 1980 and
is an experienced administrator, having
served as Assistant Principal and Athletic
Director for the past six years at
Woodlands High School, Prospect, CT.
Prior to that he taught at Farmington
(CT) High School and in the Waterbury
public schools. Congratulations and
welcome to Mr. Scavone! Congratulations
as well and great thanks to Mr. Rinaldi,
a true Holy Cross educator, for his

years of dedicated service at Holy Cross
High School.

A joint meeting of the Vocations
Committees of the Eastern Province of
Brothers and the South-West Province
of Brothers was held at Holy Cross

High School in Flushing New York on
November 30, 2007. The group devised
strategies for the implementation plans
of the Congregational Vocations Plan.
Brother Jesus Alonso, CSC and Brother
Matthew McKenna, CSC, both members
of the South-West Province, were
interviewed on HCTV, the student run
television station at Holy Cross. Brother
Jesus is studying for a doctorate in
biology and Brother Matthew currently
is ministering in Santiago Chile.

A joint meeting of the Provincial
Councils of the Eastern Province of
Brothers and the South-West Province
was held in New Rochelle on December
1, 2007. The Southern visitors were
treated to the region’s first snow storm.

Bishop McNamara High School in
Forestville, MD celebrated a Founder’s
Day Liturgy on January 14, 2008. The
liturgy was concelebrated by Fathers
Joseph Sidera, CSC, Vocation Director,
and Bart Salter, CSC, members of the
Eastern Province of Priests and Brothers.
Brothers Richard Kiniry, Lawrence
Atkinson, the Province Vocation
Director, and Brother Thomas Dziekan,
participated in the liturgy. The visitors
also were given a tour of the former
Brothers’ Residence at McNamara which
is being renovated and converter into
Faculty offices and classrooms.

On December 1, 2007, Notre Dame High
School, West Haven, CT opened the
public phase of its Capital Campaign,
the Campaign for Notre Dame. They
have already received over three million
dollars in pledges. Their goal is five
million dollars. The campaign will expand
the present facilities.

The Music Department of Holy Cross
High School in Waterbury, CT held its
Christmas Concert at the Palace Theater
in Waterbury on December 20, 2007
before a sell-out crowd of 1,200 people.

In early November, Holy Cross High
School in Flushing, NY held its annual
Hall of Fame dinner at the school.
Among those being honored by the
school were the late Brother Karl
Diemand, CSC who was a teacher and
administrator at Holy Cross for 38 years
and Aucxiliary Bishop Rene Valero of the
Diocese of Brooklyn.

Brother David Andrews, Congregational
Coordinator for Justice and Peace,
visited Bangladesh over the Christmas
holidays and met with provincials Father
Frank Quinlivan (Sacred Heart Province)
and Brother Binoy Gomes (St. Joseph
Province) to learn about the work of
the priests and brothers in that country.
During his visit he had the benefit of

a briefing from the NGO Save the
Children about the disaster relief effort
in the aftermath of the cyclone Sidr. The
United Nations Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO) and the International
Labor Organization (ILO) were also in
Bangladesh at this time reporting on
the food shortages and food production
problems which the country will face as
a result of the cyclone. These weather
emergencies will continue since
Bangladesh is the number one at-risk
country due to climate change. In
January and early February Brother
David attended meetings of the United
Nations Commission on Sustainable
Development in Geneva and in Rome.
He met with the Vatican Ambassador in
Geneva to discuss the approaches that
the Holy See is taking. He also had
several meetings with the U.S. Delegation
in Geneva. Brother David is currently on
sabbatical and studying at the Catholic
Theological Union in Chicago.

Brother James Branigan has been
appointed to a three-year term on the
Board of Trustees of Saint Edward’s
University in Austin, TX. He joins several
other members of the Province who
serve on the Boards of Trustees of
ministries of other Provinces: Brother
George Schmitz serves on the board of
Holy Cross Family Ministries, Brother
Stephen LaMendola is a member of the
Board of Trustees of King’s College in
Wilkes-Barre, PA, and Brother Thomas
Dziekan is on the Board of Trustees of
Stonehill College in Easton, MA.

Brother Robert Gilroy, Province Archivist
and resident of St. Joseph Center, has
been appointed for a two year term on
the Faith & Learning Commission of the
Capital Area Council of Churches in
Albany, NY.
